The theoretical part involves examining existing literature, ideas, and earlier studies to establish a solid background and clearly identify the research problem. In contrast, the practical section focuses on using techniques like experiments, surveys, or data analysis to gather and analyze information. Combined, these sections make the research well-grounded and supported by evidence, resulting in trustworthy conclusions.

Writing a Literature Review
In research writing, one important section is the literature review. This section helps you understand what other researchers have already said about your topic. 
1. Definition
A literature review is a structured analysis of published research related to a specific topic. It includes: quoting, paraphrasing, summarizing studies, comparing studies and evaluating results.




2. Steps to Write a Literature Review
Writing a literature review involves several clear steps that help organize and analyze existing research. First, you define your topic and set the scope of your review.
· Selecting a Topic: Clearly understand your research question or topic. The latter should be clear and specific.
Example:
Broad: Education
Specific: The impact of online learning on student performance 
· Searching for Sources
-Focus on high-quality and recent research.
-Use academic sources like books, journal articles, reliable websites, and academic databases such as: Google Scholar, JSTOR, etc.
· Taking Notes and Organizing them
When reviewing literature, it is essential to identify the key ideas, arguments, methods, and findings presented in each study. This careful analysis helps build a deeper understanding of the topic. At the same time, you should look for patterns, similarities, and differences between the studies, as this allows you to compare perspectives, highlight trends, and identify gaps in the research. Together, these steps help create a well-structured and critical literature review.

· Citing Sources Properly
Follow the required style (APA, MLA, etc.), and avoid plagiarism by giving credit to all sources.
· Revising and Editing
-Check clarity, organization, and grammar 
-Make sure your arguments flow logically

An effective literature review goes beyond summarizing past work by emphasizing relationships and identifying gaps, thereby creating a strong basis for future research.
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
