A) Parliament / Congress: Main law-making body.( البرلمان)

C) House of Representatives: the Lower house.( مجلس النواب )
D) Legislator: A person who makes laws.( المشرع)
3_ Judicial Branch ( السلطة القضائية) : it Interprets laws, it contains:
_Court:The  Place where legal cases are decided.( المحكمة)
_Judge: The Person who decides legal cases.( القاضي)
_Supreme Court: The Highest court in a country. ( المحكمة العليا)

_Election: A process where people choose leaders by voting.( إنتخاب)
_Vote: To choose a candidate or option.( تصويت)
_Ballot: The paper or system used to vote.( بطاقة الإقتراع)
_Poll: The act of voting or a survey of opinions.( إستطلاع الرأي )
_Polling station: Place where people vote.( مركز الإقتراع)
_Voter: A person who votes.( الناخب)
_Electorate: All people who are eligible to vote.( الهيئة الناخبة)
_Campaign: Organized efforts to win votes.( حملة إنتخابية)
_Political rally: Public event to support a candidate.( تجمع سياسي)
_Turnout: The percentage of voters who vote.( نسبة المشاركة)
_Majority ≠ Minority
_Popular Vote: The total number of votes from citizens.( التصويت الشعبي)
_Run-off election: Second election if no one wins clearly.( الدورة الثانية للإنتخابات)

_Democracy : Citizens choose their leaders by voting ( النظام الديمقراطية)
_Republic : A country where leaders are elected ( النظام الجمهوري)
_ Monarchy : A country ruled by a king and queen ( النظام الملكي)
_ Dictatorship : One person has a total power (النظام الدكتاتوري)
_ Federalism : Power is shared between national and regional governments ( النظام الفيديرالي )

Lesson 1 :The Simple Past 
1) Forms:
_ We add "-ed" to regular verbs , for example : 
To participate =====> participated. /To join =====> joined
_Some verbs change completely (irregular verbs) , like:
To eat ====>ate/ To hear ====> heard
To be ====>was , were /To do====> did
2) Sentence Structure:
Affirmative form: Subject + Verb (in the simple past) + direct object ..., For Example: Harry joined the club last year.
Eg2 : You got what you deserved.
Negative form: Subject + did + not+ Verb stem  + obj..., For Example: I didn't call the police.
Interrogative form: did + Subject + Verb stem ...?
Eg:  Did you enjoy?
Wh-questions: Wh question words + did + Subject + Verb stem ... ?
Eg : Who did you call?
3) Spelling notes:
_Verbs that end in "e", we  add only "d".
Example: To like ====> liked
_ If a verb ends in a single consonant, and contains one vowel (1 syllable), we double the last consonant ( c+v+c)
Example:  stopped / admitted / preferred.
_ Verbs ending in "consonant + y" , we add "-ied" .
Example: carry ====> carried 
_ verbs ending in" vowel + y" , we add "-ed" .
Eg : played / obeyed.
4)  Time Expressions : 
_ There are particular words used to express the past.
For example: Last year, yesterday, when I was young, in 1990, in 2000, last month, three years ago, last spring... etc.
5) Use:
1) We use the simple past to talk about a completed action in the past (something that happened once in the past). An action that started in the past and finished in the past. There is no specific time mentioned.
Eg1: I bought a blue car.
Eg2: I was so happy that day.
Eg3: I ate a delicious cake.
4) Completed actions or something that happened several times in the past.
Eg : Last Saturday, I woke up early, I went jogging, then I sat in the public garden for one hour.
Eg: When I was young, I went to my uncle's home and played with my cousins every week.
5)  Habits in the past: we use adverbs of frequency to talk about habits in the past .
Eg1 : I never played guitar.
Eg2 : I sometimes went to cinema with my friends.
Eg3 : I danced ballet when I was young.
6)  To talk about facts that were true  in the past and no longer true.
Eg: She was fat ( she was fat , she practiced sport and becomes fit )
