_Sustainability (الاستدامة): Meeting our own needs without compromising the ability of future generations to meet theirs.
_Biodiversity (التنوع البيولوجي): The variety of plants and animal life in a specific habitat.
_Ecosystem (النظام البيئي): A biological community of interacting organisms and their physical environment.
_Renewable energy (الطاقة المتجددة): Energy from sources that are not depleted such as wind or solar energy.

_Fossil fuels (الوقود الإحفوري): Natural fuels such as coal or gas, formed in the geological past from the remains of living organisms.

_ Recycling (إعادة تدوير): The process of collecting and processing materials that would be thrown away as trash and turning into new products.
_ Greenwashing: To make people believe that the company is doing more to protect the nature than it really is.
_ Upcycling (التدوير للأفضل): Reusing discarded objects or material in a way to create a product of higher quality or value than the original.
_ Circular economy (الاقتصاد الدائري): A model of production and consumption which involves sharing, recycling, reusing, and repairing existing materials for as long as possible.
_ Tipping point( نقطة الذروة): The moment at which a series of small changes or incidents becomes significant enough to cause a larger and important change.
_ Anthropogenic (تأثير بشري): Resulting from the influence of human (anthropogenic climate change).
_ Externalities: Side effects or consequences of an industrial or commercial activity that affects other parties without being reflected in the cost (e.g. factory polluting a river).
 _ Permaculture (زراعة مستدامة): An approach to land management and settlement design that adopts arrangements observed in flourishing natural ecosystems.
_ Photodegradable (التحلل الضوئي):  A Type of decomposition where substance is chemically broken down by exposure to light and UV ( ultra Violet )radiation from the sun 
* Environment Problems:
_ Climate change( تغير المناخ)
_ Pollution ( التلوث)
_ Resource depletion( نفاذ الطاقات) : We use fossil fuels energy faster than the earth can replace it.
_ Loss of biodiversity: Loss of animal and plant species.
_ Ocean Acidification (تحمض المياه): The water becomes acidic because of CO_2 when the ocean absorbs more CO_2 from the atmosphere. It causes death of shellfish.
_ Deforestation ( قطع الأشجار) To remove and cut down the trees.
_ Desertification (التصحر): Land degradation in arid and semi-arid and dry sub-humid areas. Fertile land becomes arid and dry, eventually turning into desert.
* Solutions and instructions to protect the nature: 
_ Reforestation: Replanting trees in destroyed areas.
_ Permaculture :  To design land and settlement to natural arrangements that prevent desertification.
_ Rewilding: To  Allow large areas of land to return to their natural state and restore biodiversity.
_we should use  Renewable energies  to prevent climate change.
_ Rewilding to protect biodiversity.
_ Conscious consumerism: Boycotting brands that engage in greenwashing or high-waste practices.
_ Regenerative Agriculture: Some farming techniques that restore soil health and trap carbon instead of depleting it.

Grammar lessons 
Lesson 1 : The conditionals 
The conditional sentences contain two clauses that present an event. The if-clause expresses the condition for the event, and the  result clause (main clause).
1) Types of conditionals
_Real condition: include conditional type 0 and 1.
_ Unreal condition: include conditional type 2 and 3.
In unreal conditions, the events are unrealizable, they are imaginary events that can't happen.
In real conditions, the events are realizable, they happen, have happened or are likely to happen.
A) Conditional type 0:
It is used to express general truth or scientific facts. It follows this pattern : 
* If + Subject + verb in the simple present , Subj + Verb in the simple present 
* Subj + Verb in the simple present + if + Subject + Verb in the simple present 
eg: If you heat water to 100% , it boils.
Water boils if you heat water to 100%.
B) ​Conditional type 1 (Predictive conditional):
​It expresses possible events that can happen now or later.
Form: If + S. present , simple future
         Simple future + if + S. Present 
eg: If he wins the elections, he will improve the living conditions.
​If he doesn't work hard, he will not  pass the examination.
​_ It is possible to use other modals and phrasal verbs such as can, may, must .
​eg: If I become inspector, i can  fight crimes.
​If you want to improve your english level, you must work hard.
​If you don't register, you may regret.
C ) Conditional type 2 (Hypothetical conditional)
Form: If + past tense , would + verb stem
_ It is used to express an imaginary event with its imaginary result. There is no possibility for the event to happen because they are not real.
eg: If I were you, I would meet him. (I can't be you so I can't meet him)
If I had the keys, I would open the door.
Note : The meaning in the  sentences is in the present even though past tenses are used .
_ It is possible to use could, might.
eg: We could watch the movie together if the teacher let us out early.
_ "To be" is always "were" with conditionals.
 Eg : If I were John , I would not refuse the job opportunity.
D ) Conditional type 3
It is used to express an imaginary situations. There is no possibility for the event to happen because they happened in the past and conditions can't be changed. It also expresses regret.
Form: If + Past perfect , would have + P.P
eg: If you had practiced sport, you would have lost weight .
If you had studied harder, you would have succeeded.
2) Unless use :
Unless has the same meaning as "if... not".
eg: She will not come unless you invite her. (She won't come if you don't invite her)
