Rule
In active voice, the subject does the action. In passive voice, the subject receives the action.
Examples
· The teacher explained the lesson.
· The lesson was explained by the teacher.
· The boy opened the window.
· The window was opened by the boy.

11) Conjunctions and sentence structure
1) What conjunctions do
Conjunctions are words that join words, phrases, or clauses.
Rule: Use conjunctions to connect ideas so your writing is smoother and more organized.
Examples:
· Ali and Sara are friends.
· I wanted to go out, but it was raining.
· She studied hard because she wanted to pass.
2) Coordinating conjunctions
These join words, phrases, or independent clauses of equal importance.
Common coordinating conjunctions: and, but, or, so, yet, for, nor
Rule: Use them to show addition, contrast, choice, result, or reason.
Examples:
· I like tea and coffee.
· He was tired, but he kept working.
· Do you want tea or juice?
· It was late, so we went home.
3) Subordinating conjunctions
These join a dependent clause to an independent clause.
Common subordinating conjunctions: because, although, if, when, while, since, before, after, until
Rule: The dependent clause cannot stand alone as a complete sentence.
Examples:
· I stayed home because it was raining.
· Although she was tired, she finished her homework.
· If you study, you will pass.
4) Correlative conjunctions
These work in pairs.
Common pairs: both...and, either...or, neither...nor, not only...but also
Rule: Use both parts of the pair correctly.
Examples:
· Both Ali and Omar came to class.
· You can either call me or send a message.
· She is not only smart but also hardworking.
5) Sentence structure: simple sentence
A simple sentence has one independent clause.
Rule: It contains one subject and one verb, and it expresses one complete idea.
Examples:
· The boy runs.
· My sister reads books.
· We studied yesterday.
6) Sentence structure: compound sentence
A compound sentence has two independent clauses joined by a coordinating conjunction, a semicolon, or sometimes a conjunctive adverb.
Rule: Each clause can stand alone.
Examples:
· I wanted to go, but I was busy.
· She opened the door, and he entered the room.
· The sun set; the sky became dark.
7) Sentence structure: complex sentence
A complex sentence has one independent clause and one or more dependent clauses.
Rule: The dependent clause cannot stand alone.
Examples:
· When I arrived, the class had already started.
· She stayed home because she was sick.
· Although it was cold, we went outside.
8) Sentence structure: compound-complex sentence
A compound-complex sentence has at least two independent clauses and at least one dependent clause.
Rule: It combines both compound and complex sentence patterns.
Examples:
· When I arrived, the class had started, and the teacher was speaking.
· She was tired because she studied all night, but she finished the exam.
9) Punctuation with conjunctions
Punctuation changes depending on the structure of the sentence.
Rule:
· Use a comma before a coordinating conjunction when joining two independent clauses.
· Do not use a comma when joining two words or short phrases unless needed for clarity.
Examples:
· I was hungry, so I ate lunch.
· She likes reading and writing.
· He studied, but he did not pass.
10) Avoiding sentence fragments
A fragment is an incomplete sentence.
Rule: Make sure every sentence has a complete thought.
Examples:
· Fragment: Because I was tired.
· Correct: I went to bed because I was tired.
11) Avoiding run-on sentences
A run-on sentence joins two complete ideas without proper punctuation or conjunctions.
Rule: Use a period, comma + conjunction, or semicolon to fix it.
Examples:
· Run-on: I was late I missed the bus.
· Correct: I was late, so I missed the bus.
· Correct: I was late. I missed the bus.
12) Using conjunctions correctly
Different conjunctions have different meanings.
Rule: Choose the conjunction that matches the relationship between ideas.
Examples:
· Use because for reason.
· Use but for contrast.
· Use so for result.
· Use although for contrast with surprise.
· Use if for condition.
Examples in sentences:
· I stayed home because I was sick.
· She is small but strong.
· It was raining, so we stayed inside.
· Although he was tired, he kept working.
· If you study, you will improve.

Rule
Use capital letters at the beginning of sentences and for proper nouns. Use punctuation marks to show meaning and sentence type.

· My name is Ali.
· Where do you live?
· I bought apples, oranges, and bananas.
· What a beautiful day!

13) Direct and indirect speech
Rule
Direct speech gives the exact words of the speaker. Indirect speech reports the meaning without quotation marks.
Examples
· She said, “I am tired.”
· She said that she was tired.
· He said, “I will call you tomorrow.”
· He said that he would call me the next day.
Important rules
3) Pronoun changes
Pronouns often change in indirect speech.
Rule: Change the pronoun according to the speaker and the listener.
Examples:
· Direct: “I am happy.”
· Indirect: She said that she was happy.
· Direct: “We are ready.”
· Indirect: They said that they were ready.
4) Tense changes
When the reporting verb is in the past, the tense usually shifts back one step.
Rule examples:
· Present simple → past simple
· Present continuous → past continuous
· Present perfect → past perfect
· Past simple → past perfect
· Will → would
Examples:
· Direct: “I like music.”
· Indirect: She said that she liked music.
· Direct: “I am reading a book.”
· Indirect: He said that he was reading a book.
· Direct: “I have finished my homework.”
· Indirect: She said that she had finished her homework.
· Direct: “I will go home.”
· Indirect: He said that he would go home.
5) Time and place changes
Time words often change in indirect speech.
Rule: Change words of time and place to fit the new situation.
Examples:
· now → then
· today → that day
· yesterday → the day before
· tomorrow → the next day
· here → there
· this → that
· these → those
Examples in sentences:
· Direct: “I am busy now.”
· Indirect: She said that she was busy then.
· Direct: “I will see you tomorrow.”
· Indirect: He said that he would see me the next day.
6) Questions in indirect speech
Questions are reported differently from direct speech.
Rule: Do not keep the question word order. Use statement order after the question word. For yes/no questions, use if or whether.
Examples:
· Direct: “Where do you live?”
· Indirect: She asked where I lived.
· Direct: “Do you like tea?”
· Indirect: He asked if I liked tea.
7) Commands and requests
Imperatives become infinitive structures in indirect speech.
Rule: Use told, asked, ordered, requested, plus to + verb.
Examples:
· Direct: “Open the door.”
· Indirect: He told me to open the door.
· Direct: “Please sit down.”
· Indirect: She asked me to sit down.
8) Negative commands
Negative commands also use not to + verb.
Examples:
· Direct: “Don’t make noise.”
· Indirect: The teacher told us not to make noise.
· Direct: “Don’t forget your book.”
· Indirect: She reminded me not to forget my book.
9) Reporting verbs
The verb used to introduce indirect speech matters.
Common verbs:
· said
· told
· asked
· explained
· advised
· ordered
· requested
· warned
Examples:
· She said that she was tired.
· He told me that he was late.
· The teacher advised us to study harder.
10) No quotation marks in indirect speech
Indirect speech does not use quotation marks.
Examples:
· Direct: “I am hungry,” she said.
· Indirect: She said that she was hungry.
11) Reporting verb tense
If the reporting verb is in the present, the tense in the reported sentence often does not change.
Examples:
· She says, “I am tired.”
· She says that she is tired.
Rule: Backshifting usually happens when the reporting verb is in the past.
12) General truth
General truths may stay in the present tense even in indirect speech.
Examples:
· Direct: “The sun rises in the east.”
· Indirect: He said that the sun rises in the east.
13) Mixed reporting
Sometimes only part of the sentence changes.
Example:
· Direct: “I was sick yesterday, but I am better today.”
· Indirect: She said that she had been sick the day before, but she was better that day.

14) Conditional sentences
Rule
A conditional sentence has two parts: the if-clause and the main clause. There are four main types.
Zero conditional
Use this for general truths and facts.
Form: If + present simple, present simple
Examples:
· If you heat water, it boils.
· If people do not sleep, they feel tired.
First conditional
Use this for a real possibility in the future.
Form: If + present simple, will + base verb
Examples:
· If it rains, we will stay home.
· If you study hard, you will pass the exam.
Second conditional
Use this for unreal or imaginary situations in the present or future.
Form: If + past simple, would + base verb
Examples:
· If I were rich, I would travel the world.
· If she had more time, she would read more books.
Third conditional
Use this for unreal situations in the past.
Form: If + past perfect, would have + past participle
Examples:
· If she had studied, she would have passed the exam.
· If they had left earlier, they would have arrived on time.
