Exercise Two: Answer the following question in paragraph form. (10pts)

How did the belief in Manifest Destiny shape American expansion, and what were its long-term consequences leading up to the Civil War?
[bookmark: _GoBack]The belief in Manifest Destiny shaped American expansion because many Americans believed that the United States had a natural and divine right to expand westward across North America. Americans believed their nation was special and had a mission to spread freedom, democracy, and their way of life. They believed their expansion was guided by God and therefore inevitable and justified. This idea encouraged major events such as the annexation of Texas and the Mexican–American War, which helped the United States gain large territories. Manifest Destiny was also connected to the Louisiana Purchase, the Lewis and Clark Expedition, westward trails, and the California Gold Rush. The expedition improved maps, strengthened U.S. claims to western lands, encouraged trade and settlement, and opened the way for future westward expansion. Thousands of settlers traveled west in search of land, wealth, and new opportunities. The United States greatly increased its size and power through territorial expansion. However, Manifest Destiny had serious long-term consequences. It led to the displacement of Native Americans, conflicts with other countries, and increased tensions over slavery in new territories. As settlers moved into western lands, Native tribes were gradually pushed off their territories. Laws such as the Indian Removal Act and the Indian Appropriations Act forced Native Americans to leave their homelands and move to reservations.The new lands gained after the Mexican–American War caused serious arguments over slavery, which later helped lead to the American Civil War. The expansion of U.S. territory raised the contentious issue of whether new states would permit slavery, threatening the delicate balance of power in Congress and intensifying sectional rivalries. These tensions, together with political, economic, and social divisions between the North and South, eventually made war unavoidable.
